Dear Members
As per our newsletter no. 13, the Amnesty granted for the removal of Judgment listing expires on the 1 September 2007.  The Amnesty states that if the Judgment amount is paid in full by the 1st of September 2007 and the debtor can prove the debt has been settled before that date then the listing will be removed.
The Credit Information Ombud has successfully received the go ahead to embark on an advertising campaign to relay to the public that they have a month to pay outstanding judgment amounts.  The notice will come directly from the Credit Information Ombud and will run until the end of August and be broadcasted through the following media channels: newspapers, television and radio.
This means members should be prepared for debtors to enquire about old debts and settlement figures.  Some of these files could be archived or are inactive.  Please advise all your staff so that you are ready.
